Our first priority is to Glorify God. Grace
House is a non-profit 501 (c)(3) evangelical
Christian ministry that is dedicated to
offering life-affirming options to people
faced with unplanned pregnancies. We
provide physical, emotional, & spiritual help
to empower them to carry to term. We
share with them the truth in love about fetal
development; the options of adoption,
parenting, & abortion; provide education on
healthy lifestyles & parenting.

With Christ as our example, we meet
physical needs through our Boutique
& community referrals. We offer
emotional support as we listen & speak
truth to to our clients. We offer the
Gospel, an opportunity for them to
accept Christ into their lives, & live
healthy, positive lifestyles. We believe
that the best way to help the unborn
child is to meet the physical,
emotional, & spiritual needs of their
parents.

A center volunteer usually chooses one
4-hour shift per week. Our available
shifts are: Mondays, Wednesdays, &
Fridays 10-2, Tuesdays 3-7, &
Thursdays 5-9.

Outside-the~center volunteers don’t
need to be at the center during open
hours & can help as they have time.

Any type of felony conviction and/or a
misdemeanor of a sexual nature will
exclude a person from employment or
volunteering at the center.

Females, males, & bilinguals-
Receptionist ~17 years old & up- greets
& answers phones while doing various
projects. About 5 hours of training is
required.
Boutique Assistant -~ 17 years old & up.
Assists clients in the Boutique (where
they get free maternity & baby
clothing & items). Receives donations
& keeps Boutique stocked. About 10
hours of training is required.
Client (lay) Advocate - 21 years old &
up. Speaks privately with clients about
their situations, feelings & needs.
Educates on options, God's plan of
salvation & living, offers resources &
referrals, & prays with clients. About
25 hours of training is required.
Babysitters ~16 years old & up. Watch
& care for children of all ages during a
4-hour shift. Some experience needed.
Project Helpers-~
16 or older willing to clean, stuff,
envelopes, word processing, etc.

Outside-the~center Volunteers needed:

Abortion Recovery Outreach/Facilitator-
Post-abortive or not, males/females.
Reaches out to the community and/or
facilitates healing 11-week Bible study
for post~abortive once or more per
year. About 15 hours of training is
required.

Events Planning — help to plan

Abstinence Leader/Educators — Leads
program and/or presents abstinence
to youth/groups in the community.
